   Last week, the Lady Scarlet Knights of 

Rutgers ended an improbable yet magical 

run to the NCAA Womenôs Basketball 

Championship Game.  Along the way, the 

Lady Knights upset then number one 

ranked Duke in a regional semifinal, and 

advanced to the Ladies Final Four with a 

victory over Arizona State in Greensboro.  

After a 24-point blowout of LSU in a na-

tional semifinal game in Cleveland, Rut-

gers lost its bid for the crown, dropping a 

59-46 decision to the Lady Volunteers of 

Tennessee. 

 

  These young ladiesô celebration of their remarkable accomplishments came to an abrupt and ugly end 

the day after the National Championship Game, when radio personality Don Imus, in what started as a 

light hearted on-air exchange with his producer, made disparaging remarks about the team that were at 

once sexist, racist, and utterly deplorable.  Reaction from the African-American community was swift, 

and given this incident was hardly the first time Imus had crossed the line with his often times over-the-

top bantering (see also his musing when he might one day see Serena and Venus Williams appearing in 

National Geographic), calls for CBS to dismiss Imus were widespread. 

 

  After announcing a two week suspension to review the situation, CBS canceled the Imus in the Morn-

ing program one day after cable channel MSNBC, which simulcast the program, dropped the show 

from its programming.  Sponsors such as Staples, Procter and Gamble, General Motors, Sprint Nextel, 

GSK, American Express, PetMed Express, and Bigelow Tea, all pulled their advertising from the show. 

"Our moment was taken away -- our moment to celebrate our success, our moment to realize how far 

we had come, both on and off the court, as young women," said sophomore forward Heather Zurich at a
