For the average Muslim living in 

the West, the news seems promising. The synchronized calendars send promises of a much-

desired smooth start to Ramadan. Can this be the end of all nighters spent in anticipation 

glued to the television, constantly refreshing the masjed webpage and gripping the phone in 

hand to call family and friends only to find out that they are similarly at loss about whether 

or not they should eat suhoor? It may be too good to be true. In fact, some American Mus-

lims may be reluctant to give up this yearly ritual of Ramadan-waiting. For them, it marks

"REMEMBER 9/11" ... "You and your 

kids will pay".. and "death."  

 

After getting the threat letter, the woman 

did the right thing: she contacted us for 

help. We were able to investigate the inci-

dent as a civil rights violation because the 

note involved a federally protected right of employment in a private business; the 

threat of force; and apparent bias involving race, religion, or ethnicity.
